Carol Maddox

For April’s General 
Meeting, Pleasanton 
artist Carol Maddox will 
demonstrate the exciting 
possibilities of working 
with watermedia, using 
transparent watercolor, 
gouache (opaque 
watercolor), acrylics 
and watercolor crayons. 
Though she is primarily 
drawn to landscape influences, examples of her 
work on display will illustrate the change in her 
subject choices, as well as her journey toward less 
explicit art, more subdued color, and techniques 
that are more expressive of mood. If you find 
yourself wishing that you could paint “looser” 
(an expression she often hears from her students), 
Carol will give you some tips that have helped her 
find the courage to work more freely.

Her larger landscape paintings have moved 
away from classic realism, as she no longer 
is interested in “reporting” the landscape but 
rather interpreting it. She occasionally works 
non-objectively. Her 
current works have been 
called “mysterious” 
and “evocative”. In 
contrast, when teaching 
workshops here and 
abroad, she still enjoys 
sketching and painting 
small-format works that 
are executed quickly and 
more classically.

Carol lived in Europe 
for ten years and 
taught classes at the 
Pierre Chariot Ecole 
d’Aquarrelle in Brussels, 
Belgium for four years. 
She has exhibited 
twice in the Salon des 
Independants, Paris, 
and has conducted 
workshops in Italy, 

Belgium and France. In addition to receiving 
a Bachelor of Art Education degree (BAEd) 
from California College of the Arts, she holds 
signature awards from the American Watercolor 
Society (AWS) and National Watercolor 
Society (NWS). In 2004, she was awarded the 
Gold Medal of Honor by AWS in New York. 
Most recently, she was presented with Master 
Signature membership by California Watercolor 
Association (CWA).

Much of Carol’s landscape painting is influenced 
by living, traveling, and teaching in Europe. She 
will be leading her second workshop this July, 

in the Dordogne region 
of France (also known 
as the Perigord) at Petit 
Rousset. In 2011, she 
will return to Umbria, 
Italy, to teach her tenth 
workshop at La Romita, 
in the hill country half-
way between Rome and 
Florence.
