Travel Sketching with 
David Savellano, CWA
Everyone from the amateur photographer to 
the seasoned painter knows that art enhances 
travel, providing a repository of memories 
and an enriched context of pleasure and 
enlightenment. David Savellano, featured 
artist at the July meeting, will be leading a 
demonstration designed to show participants 
how to capture the most precious moments 
of their travels and turn sketches into 
paintings that radiate with the spontaneity 
and freshness of those first moments of 
inspiration. Many who attended David’s 
event at last year’s CWA meeting said it was 
the funnest, most informative art demonstration in which they had ever 
participated. 

David’s own work is primarily en plein air (outdoors), where he creates 
paintings that capture random moments. “I enjoy working outdoors 
because it’s unpredictable and lends itself to a kind of spontaneity you 
just can’t get in a studio,” he says.

In the demonstration he will touch on the challenges and exhilaration of 
painting “on the fly,” in which the goal is to produce work that evokes 
the energy/emotions of a particular place and moment in time. He 
will share key techniques he has learned for transforming immediate 
impressions into fully formed works.

The demonstration will be more like a “paint-along,” so audience 
participation is highly encouraged. Attendees should bring a 
sketchbook, ink pen, brush, and small set of watercolors. It will last 
approximately 2 hours, with tables and chairs available on a first-come 
first-serve basis.

David’s work is currently featured in the June 2010 issue of Watercolor 
Artist magazine. He has exhibited nationally and his work can be found
in many corporate and private collections. David has also taught travel 
sketching classes for a number of years, offering classes distinguished 
by their intimate size and the generous amount of personal instruction 
he provides. He is currently offering Travel Sketching and Plein Air 
Watercolor Painting workshops.  Visit his website:
